Participants must leave from and return to any dock or
public landing in Beaufort County. There will be a
maximum of 4 anglers per boat, plus $25.00 each
additional angler (max 2) up to a total of six in boat.

No trotlines, nets or guns, etc. No
mutilated fish allowed.

Lines will be in the water no earlier than 6:00 a.m., May
19, 2007 and fish must be weighed in from 3:00 until
5:30-p.m. at Downtown Marina.

All fish must be caught in public waters or offshore, no
impoundments, ponds, lakes or private waters.

An angler may enter only one fish of each species that
he or she caught. All anglers MUST weight their OWN
fish.

In the event of a tie, the winner shall be determined by
the earliest weigh-in time.

All protests or grievances must be submitted in writing
to the weigh-master, with a $100.00 protest fee before
May 20, 2007.

The fishing tournament committee is the final arbiter of
all disputes.

All fish weighed in may become the property of the
Beaufort Water Festival Tournament for use at the
Banquet May 20, 2007
